The
youth will be allowed to observe all elements of the DUI checkpoint from first contact to evaluation to arrest.

The youth will then be taken back to the Police Station and after a short debriefing, their parents will pick
them up at 1:30 am

Sign up for this program will be on a first come first-served basis. Once the program is up and running the
dates will be announced through local community based organizations and injury prevention coalitions.

Classroom size is limited so please contact Officer McCullough (mmeccullough@pd.sandiego.gov) as
soon as possible to register. Class starts at 9:00 pm and parents will be released between 10:30—10:45 pm.
Parents will then need to be back at the Police Station at 1:30 am.
